Wendy’'s Snood

SKILL LEVEL :
Easy (Advanced Beginner) (Level 2)

SIZE: One size — adult woman

MATERIALS
- Yarn: 1 ball Lion Microspun, black or color of your
choice
Loom: Yellow 41 peg Knifty Knitter round loom
Loom hook
Yarn needle
Crochet hook
1 yd. elastic cord
sissors

INSTRUCTIONS

Weaving the snood center back

Note: The technique used for making the snood’s
center back is similar to making a flat bottom bag.

1. Using the yellow 41 peg Knifty Knitter loom and
one strand of yarn, anchor the yarn on the anchor

peg. Begin making the first part of the snood’s

center back by wrapping the working yarn back
and forth clockwise around the circumference of
the loom as follows: bring the WY between pegs 1
& 41, then go across to peg 21 and turn clockwise

on peg 21. Bring the WY back across the loom

and turn clockwise on peg 41, then back across to

peg 20. Continue wrapping the pegs back and

forth in this manner (20-40, 40-19, 19-39, 39-18,
etc. ) until the WY has turned clockwise on peg
22. Bring the WY across the loom between pegs 1
and 2, then remove the anchor yarn from anchor

peg. Using the anchor yarn and the WY, tie a

square knot to join the two strands of yarn. Cut
the WY leaving enough yarn tail to weave into the
snood when finishing. After wrapping all the pegs

and tying off the WY, the loom should look like
Figure A

Thread yarn needle with a long piece of yarn.
Weave over and under, two threads (or one
spoke) at a time, carefully pulling yarn toward the
center of the weaving. Go around 4X and then tie
off and weave end in center. Make sure the 4
rows are snug in the middle (Figure B).

Now you're ready to weave the remainder of the
shood’s center back. Cut another long piece of
yarn. Begin at the anchor peg and tie end of yarn
around one of the spokes. When you get to the
end of each round, wrap yarn loosely and to the
next row. (Figure C)

4. Keep making rows spider web style (Figure D)
until you get one half inch from the center. When
you are one half inch from the center, secure the
working yarn. (Note: If you need to add more yarn,
just use a square knot and add to the working

yarn.)

5. Take a strand of yarn and secure on anchor peg.
E-wrap 1x placing the wrap above the woven
loops already on the loom; knit off by lifting 1 over
1 (Figure E).Do this two more times.

6. Then on the 4" row, wrap your yarn around each
peg 2x and lift 1 over 2 (Figure F). Then lift 2 over
2 for 7 more rows.

7. Take the elastic and hold it with the working yarn.
Using the two strands as one, e-wrap and knit 1
over 1 for 4 rows.

8. Cut and secure elastic and yarn.
